Fluency is the ability to read text “accurately, quickly, and with expression.” Repetitive
reading allows a child to read without stumbling or stopping, and reading time becomes
more pleasant for everyone. Once a child masters one book, it makes moving on to an-

N other more appealing.

Comprehension

Reading comprehension is the ability to understand all the components of a story — from plot
to character development to symbolism. Comprehension is “the essence” of reading. Each time
your child reads or hears a book read to them, they learn more about the story itself. Each pass
through the text or illustrations allows them to dive deeper into the story’s meaning, preparing
them for more complex narratives down the road.

Confidence

With fluency and comprehension comes greater reading confidence. Children who can follow
a story and don't stumble over words are more self-assured about their abilities and more
likely to enjoy reading.

Knowing that repetitive reading is good for your kids may not make reading Goodnight Moon for the thou-

sandth time any easier, but maybe it'll help you stay sane while you do it!
